O hope of Israel, its savior in time of
trouble, why should you be like a stranger in the
land, like a traveler turning aside for the night?
Why should you be like someone confused, like
a mighty warrior who cannot give help? Yet you,
O Lord, are in the midst of us, and we are called
by your name; do not forsake us! Thus says the
Lord concerning this people: Truly they have
loved to wander, they have not restrained their
feet; therefore the Lord does not accept them,
now he will remember their iniquity and punish
their sins.

Wherefore, O
Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do
celebrate and make, with these thy holy gifts which
we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath
commanded us to make; having in remembrance his
blessed passion and precious death, his mighty
resurrection and glorious ascension; and looking for
his coming again with power and great glory. And
we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to
hear us, and, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, to bless
and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they
may be unto us the Body and Blood of thy dearly-
beloved Son Jesus Christ. And we earnestly desire
thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of
praise and thanksgiving, whereby we offer and
present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and
bodies.
